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CLASSROOM PROCEDURE

Begin class by retelling a story of an acquaintance who, because of an accent (different
from the one in your geographical area) was difficult to understand. Ask students if they
have ever experienced this problem of not understanding because of an accent, then relate
their experiences to the fact that accents can affect how meaning is interpreted.

Present a map of the Spanish-speaking countries to students. Say each country’s name
and explain that although Spanish is spoken in each of these countries, the peopie there
have different accents, and that they often use different words for the same actions or
objects. Introduce words that are standard Spanish and then the words used in other
countries that mean the same thing.
Example:

Jugador: Oh well, A mf me gusta jugar un deporte raro. El fiitbol no es bien conocido en mi pais.

Reportero: ¢, Y cudles son unos equipos de su pafs?

Jugador: Well, we have - Hay por ejemplo los D.C. United and los Chicago Fire.
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Pass out the worksheet and explain to the students that they will be listening to interview
questions of players from several Spanish-speaking countries. Direct the students to listen
and determine the country of origin of each player and then to check it on their student

worksheet.

Play the tape again, and ask the students to compare answers with their neighbors and to
check a second time with your correct answers on the board.

Further suggestion(s): Discuss what clue made the students answer a particular country
and then replay the interviews.
